Manuscript

1
Your manuscript must be an original and unpublished work submitted with a coversheet.  You can download the coversheet.

Manuscript should not exceed 10,000 words for articles or 1,500‑2,000 words for section commentary or book reviews.

3
You are responsible for the accuracy of case names, citations and other references.

4
Your article will be peer reviewed by an independent expert under DEST specification 4.3.4 for peer review process.

Style

1
Use Word format ‘Styles and Formatting’ to create up to a maximum of 4 levels of headings and number paragraphs: 1, 2 etc.  Do not use quotation marks, but indent the quote and use italics.

Use endnotes rather than footnotes.  Do not use ibid or op cit, but use the following style:

A case citation follows the case rather than using an endnote. Use the court electronic reference citation,  authorised report and any international series such as Lloyd’s Law Reports or American Maritime Cases:


(case name) (insert electronic citation) [insert paragraph number]; (insert authorised citation)

A full convention citation appears when first cited:


Convention for the Unification of Certain Rules relating to the International Carriage by Air, Warsaw 12 October 1929 (Warsaw Convention 1929), Art 25.


and the short reference (Warsaw Convention 1929, Art 25) thereafter.

Legislation includes the full citation wherever cited:


Civil Aviation (Carriers’ Liability) Act 1959 (Cth), s25B.

Text reference to include the full citation when first cited:


Scrutton on Charterparties, 19th edn, Sweet & Maxwell 1984.

Journals are cited using the full recognised abbreviation when first appearing, and the endnote style thereafter:


Zelling Of Admiralty and Maritime Jurisdiction (1982) 56 ALJ 101 at 103.

8
Internet reference to use the Word hyperlink feature, which creates a hyperlink when you type the address of an existing Web page, such as .www.admiralty.net.au if the automatic formatting of hyperlinks has not been turned off and insert the date the link was read.
9
Dates to use the logical format: dd/mm/yy.
